About Boys to Men Canada

Boys to Men Canada offers programs for teenage boys where they can explore what is really going on in their
lives, and a community of mentors and peers who listen, believe in them and help them make better choices.
We offer boys a safe place where they come to understand that they are NOT ALONE in their struggles
knowing that teenage years are the critical window of opportunity to empower boys to follow their dreams.

If you decide to register a boy for our Adventure Weekend (AW), we will speak with you and interview him
before a final decision is made. We encourage you to ask any questions that you have about the program and
about us. The weekend is designed to challenge boys physically and emotionally, and they will be encouraged
to look at and share feelings that they may have never acknowledged before. Upon completion of the weekend,
each participant will become known as a JourneyMan or JMan, an acknowledgement that he has taken a step
on his journey to manhood.

We carefully screen all adults 18 and older who participate in our weekends and group activities throughout
the year and require that they obtain clear criminal background checks prior to any interaction with the boys.
